Dear Parents,
We would like to invite you to contribute regularly to your child’s online Learning journal through the Tapestry program or app. Observations could include your child’s comments, like/dislikes, achievements and experiences and examples of their work or photos of their experiences at home. 

We thought it might be helpful to give you all some examples of observations

· Spotting letters/words they know in road signs, shops, products etc
· Photos of examples of their writing or mark making.
· Can they set the table correctly, count the stairs, identify shapes in a room, recognise numbers in the environment?

· Photographs, records of family days out (anywhere, the park as well as major attractions!), special events such as weddings, christenings,  their reactions to travelling on a bus, plane, train for the first time or doing anything new for the first time.
· Any achievements which could range from badges at Rainbows or in swimming to trying a new food or doing up buttons for the first time.

· Can they dress themselves (do up buttons, zips, Velcro independently) can they ride a bike, put their face in water, cut food with a knife?

· Do note any interesting questions your child asks e.g. “What is glitter made from?” We heard a good one recently about snails and their toilet habits!! Also let us know your child’s likes and dislikes especially about their environment, their current interests, favourite TV programme, story, song, meal. It is true that children do say the funniest things but also sometimes make the most profound, unique, interesting comments and we would like you to share their views on their world with us.
· Do bring in examples of their writing, artwork, photos of their models and of them at play…..which after all is their work!!

You are your child’s first educator and we want your voice to be a part of their learning journal so we can pass on a balanced true profile of your child to their next teacher and so you have a complete record of their first year at school. Your observations do not have to show major events or accomplishments in your child’s life just anything you notice which you would like to share with us.
